The service includes meet and greet in arrivals, assistance with luggage and a short
limousine drive to the mainland dock from where a water taxi covers the remaining
distance to Aman Venice. Service included for a maximum of six guests.

This elegant three-bedroom apartment encompasses a total area of 226 square
metres (2,432 square feet). A sumptuous dwelling overlooking the city’s
principal waterway, it provides an idyllic setting with exclusive canal views.

Interior rooms within the apartment include the Grand Canal Suite, with its
large picture windows framing the waterway and a dramatic filigreed, arched
window; the south-facing Palazzo Chamber Luminoso, overlooking the hotel’s
historical garden, with partial canal views and authentic historical architectural
details dotted throughout; and, finally, the Palazzo Stanza Canal Grande, with
an exceptional eyeline onto the Grand Canal and the Garden. All have king-size,
ensuite bedrooms and separate living areas.

Situated on the fourth floor of the Palazzo and serviced by a private lift, the
Coccina’s Apartment features three bedrooms, covering a total of 290 square
metres (3,122 square feet).

Offering views over the magnificent Grand Canal and the Garden, the timeless
design and décor features frescoes, reliefs and chandeliers, reflecting the rich
history of Venice’s artwork and architecture.

Interior rooms within the apartment include the Papadopoli Stanza Canal Grande,
with its high ceilings and decorative frescoes framing views of the Garden and
Grand Canal; the calming and consummately private Palazzo Chamber Affresco,
which gazes onto the hotel’s manicured gardens; and, finally, the Palazzo Stanza
Canal Grande, whose large windows flood the space with light. All have king-size,
ensuite bedrooms and separate living areas.

With magnificent eye-level views of the Grand Canal, Aman Venice’s 97 square
metre (1,044 square feet) Grand Canal Suite offers couples an elegant and
contemporary retreat in the heart of the city. The suite’s expansive interior
spaces comprise a king-sized bedroom and separate sitting room, each offering
a different view. In the former, large picture windows frame the canal, while

in the latter, the filigree, arched window creates drama and creates a different
aspect. Both rooms are flooded with light and authentic, characterful features.

The 103 square metre (1,108 square feet) Alcova Tiepolo Suite offers guests

the opportunity to stay among the remarkable frescoes by Giovanni Battista
Tiepolo. Described as ‘the greatest decorative painter of 18th-century Europe’,
Tiepolo’s theatrical murals reflect the Rococo style, creating an inspired space
which celebrates its historic architecture. Gilded ceilings and soaring windows
frame elegant views of Aman Venice’s Garden and an ornately painted sitting
room with a fireplace is the perfect place to retire after an evening exploring the
city. A separate king-sized, ensuite bedroom and dressing room provide both
space and privacy.
