With sacred Mount Agung as its backdrop and unimpeded views of the Lombok Strait, Amankila enjoys a breathtaking
hilltop spot in the historic Karangasem Regency, on Bali’s east coast.

The 31 spacious stilted suites offer exceptional views of the Lombok Strait from their hillside locations amongst
frangipani and bougainvillea and are connected to the resort’s facilities by elevated walkways.
